larger than California! At least one-third of these 5,000 plants are found nowhere else
in the world (endemic).

World Record Breakers

The California redwoods: the Coast Redwood (Sequoia sempervirens) and the Giant Sequoia
(Sequoiadendron giganteum) are the tallest and largest living organisms in the world!
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Coast Redwood can be as tall as 370 feet! Giant Sequoia - Record trees have been reported
to be 307 feet in height and 29 feet in diameter!
